To Bring

Concert Dress 
All singers:  black on the bottom, white on top.  Dressy clothes and footwear.   
Women:  white shirt or blouse, long or ¾ quarter sleeve. Long black skirt or flowy pants.  Please avoid 
short skirts and low-cut blouses.   Men:  Black dress pants, white long sleeve shirt, and a long dark tie. 
Jackets are not necessary.
